For some ideas of levelled reading books your children can access, please have a look at the Reading Chest website (www.readingchest.co.uk). This has a book rental service available which specialises in reading scheme books for primary age children, but there is also some useful general information and suggestions of appropriate books, for example:     
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The website is straightforward to navigate and shows how the book banding system works (see below) and reading schemes available (in the bottom left of the ‘Home’ tab on the webpage). The most relevant reading schemes to Reception are the ones highlighted in the above examples, e.g. Phonics Bug. 


Please also head to the Oxford Owl website where you can find more information and access to a large variety of free eBooks during the lockdown period, such as the Biff and Chip books.  

It is important that children are exposed to a wide range of books; not only books they can decode themselves, but also ‘real’ books that interest them.
